Teachers show several pictures to recall students’ experiences of the public art field trip and
ask them: What public art did we find? Teachers can encourage students to talk more about the
artworks as they can.

Is it public art?

Teachers picked a picture (taken by a student) as teaching material to ask students’ ideas about
fis it public art? Some say yes, and some say no. Teachers ask students’ reasons why this is
public art or not. Teachers summarize that there is no absolute answer for this question.
Different people have different perspectives and opinions to identify things as art or not. It is
more important to listen to others’ opinions and take them back to your ideas.

How to look at Public art?
